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Introduction of the Event 

Females around 30% in India are said to have Cervical Cancer and data shows 

that more than 1.3 Lakh women every year are diagnosed with Cervical 

Cancer and around 25% of them die after diagnosis. This type of cancer is 

said to be the second most common cancer in women between the age group 

15yrs to 44 yrs. Lower Education, Poverty and Malnutrition with poor genital 

hygiene are the common causes of cervical cancer. 

Cervical cancer is mainly caused by Papillomavirus (HPV) and diagnosis at 

the early stage can easily help females to get treated and Vaccines after the 

age of 15 can also help us to prevent this very easily. But in India, especially 

rural folks are not aware of this deadly disease and availability of vaccines. 

 

     Objective of the Event 

This camp in rural area would help us to educate the females about Cervical 

cancer and also create awareness about the Vaccine and prevent themselves 

from Cervical cancer very easily. 

Through this campaign we would try to change the behaviour and attitude of 

females and insist them the use of sanitary napkins and vaccines to escape 

from Cervical cancer. Today the growing concern is that majority of the 

females do not have the knowledge of available vaccines which could protect 

them from deadly disease and the objective of the event is to provide them an 

opportunity to know about cervical cancer and measures to prevent it.
